Scanning electron microscopy (SEM) study was carried out to determine the pathways that occurred during stress, exhaustion and crack development. The failure of long-fiber reinforced composite laminates was distinguished by the formation and development of many forms of defects: matrix cracks along the fibers, usually in off-axis plies, delamination between neighboring plies and fiber splits. We believe that these findings and the obtained results will be of interest to the readers of your journal.
